CNA Bylaws

Article 1 – Name

The name of the organization shall be AzHOSA, GIFT - CNA Chapter.

Article II – Purpose

The GIFT teacher associated with the GIFT - CNA program shall serve as Advisor to the chapter.


Section 3.
Office of President, Secretary, and Parliamentarian shall be nominated and elected by a plurality vote at the End of the school year. 

Office of Vice-President, Historian, Treasurer, and Reporter shall be nominated and elected by a plurality vote at the Beginning of the school year. 

Section 4. 
Vacancies on the officer team shall be filled by the advisor and/or officer team.

Article VI – Meetings

Section 1.
One business meeting shall be held each month during the school year.

Section 2.
Additional meeting shall be called when necessary

Section 3.  
The officer team shall meet 1 week prior to each monthly meeting at the time specified by the President and Advisor.

Article VII – Committees

The Chairman of the committees shall be appointed by the officer team and approved by the membership.

Article VIII - Amendments
