Article 1 – Name

The name of the organization shall be AzHOSA, Sierra Linda High School Chapter.

Article II – Purpose

The purposes of this organization are:

1. To create more interest and understanding in the intelligent choice of a healthcare career.

2. To unite in a common bond without regard to race, creed or national origin student enrolled in Principles of Biosciences and Bioscience Applications.

Article III – Organization

Section 1. 
AzHOSA is chartered by the Board of Directors of the National HOSA to provide for state-wide coordination of the HOSA program.

Section 2.   
This organization is open to all students in a health science program and those interested in, planning to pursue or are pursuing a career in the health care programs at Sierra Linda.
Section 3.  
Membership is unified on the state and national level.  Membership is establishes by payment of local, state and national dues.

Article IV – Membership

Any student enrolled in the health career program is entitled to become an active member of the Organization.  Students who also have interest in the science fields may join AZ HOSA Sierra Linda Chapter.
Article V – Officers

Section 1.
Officers of the Sierra Linda Chapter shall consist of the following:

President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Historian.  Other officers may be designated as desired. 
Section 2. 
The teacher(s) associated with the AzHOSA Sierra Linda Chapter shall serve as Advisor(s) to the chapter.

Section 3.

Officers of the chapter shall be nominated and elected by a majority vote at the beginning of the school year (Or at the end of the previous school year).  Students may be selected by the advisor by an application process including two letters of recommendation from staff during the start -up phase of an AZ HOSA chapter in the absence of returning officers/representatives.  

Section 4. 
Vacancies on the officer team shall be filled at the by the advisor and/or officer team.

Article VI – Meetings

Section 1.
One business meeting shall be held each month during the school year.

Section 2.
Additional meeting shall be called when necessary

Section 3.  
The officer team shall meet prior to each monthly meeting at the time specified by the President and Advisor.

Article VII – Committees

Section 1.  
Committees of the AzHOSA Sierra Linda Chapter shall consist of the following:  Community Service, HOSA Activities, Public Relations, Social Activities, Fundraising, Community Service and Professional Development (These should reflect the needs of the chapter)

Section 2.  
The Chairman of the committees shall be appointed by the officer team and approved by the membership.

ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS

These Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds vote at any regular chapter meeting, provided the amendment has been proposed by the officer team or any chapter member. Proposed amendments must be submitted in writing at least 60 days before the next regular meeting. All proposed amendments must be submitted by the AzHOSA to the chartered Chapters at least thirty days prior to the regular meeting.\
ARTICLE IX - PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert's Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these Bylaws, the Bylaws or corporate charter of HOSA, Inc. and any special rules the organization may adopt.
